e Synchronous online sessions are held on Saturdays and participants are asked to hold the 8:30 am-2:30
pm (6 hours) time period for program work that includes a blend of synchronous instruction, group
collaboration, and independent work time
e Asynchronous online sessions are approximately 4 hours of independent learning and participants are not
required to access the session at a specific time — materials are available by date listed
